b. No.  The recording on my website (starting on E-flat) is the 
recording you should practice with.  Only exception may be a boy 
with a changed voice.

3.  What if I can’t hit the high/low notes?

c. Not being able to hit every single note is not as important as 
singing in tune.  Just because you can’t hit the highest or lowest 
note in the song does not mean you automatically will not make it.

4.  If I “mess up”, can I re-audition?

a. No.  Unfortunately I have a strict policy of “no re-do’s”, because 
most people would like a second try and it wouldn’t be fair to the 
other students.
